The writer of Hebrews reminds us that Jesus Christ is our Superior High Priest, now 
seated at the right hand of the throne of God and ministering in the true tabernacle of 
heaven (Hebrews 8:1–5).

The earthly tabernacle was only a shadow of 
greater things to come, pointing forward to the perfect ministry of Christ. Today, our Lord 
continually intercedes for His people, providing forgiveness, mercy, and ongoing access 
to God. 

As we gather to worship, let us approach God with confidence and gratitude, knowing 
that we serve a risen Savior who reigns in glory and faithfully ministers on our behalf. May 
our lives reflect our trust in Him and our thankfulness for the perfect priesthood He now 
holds forever. 
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
